The Department of Labor provides guidance and expectations to WIA Title I programs in the states by way of their Training and Employment Guidance Letters (TEGL).

Please see page 3 of the attached TEGL provided by Israel Mendoza (WA) wherein DOL is encouraging the workforce agencies in your state to approve “remedial education” for those on unemployment who need basic skills.  “Remedial education” includes ESL, ABE, and GED.

This type of DOL support for Title I and Title II programs working together is what we have hoped for.  Jane Oates, the new Department of Labor Assistant Secretary for Employment and Training, was for many years the education and labor staff person for the late Senator Edward Kennedy.  In that role we worked closely with her and know that she understands and appreciates the need for adult education for undereducated adults.  We believe that under Assistant Secretary Oates’ leadership, you can expect more guidance to the workforce agencies in your state that will support Title I and II working together.
