· Mr. Grijalva has been a leader for ESL and health literacy in the House.  He has also been an advocate for increased funding for adult education.
· Dorcas Place, President and CEO, Brenda Dann-Messier 

· Brenda receives the award for her wonderful work in Rhode Island bringing adult education, job training, and human services work together as a model for service to adult learners.  She is also nominated by the President to be the Assistant Secretary for OVAE.
