A few words of explanation are needed.  It is important to have consistent sources of data across states.  We realize you may have more detailed or up-to-date data, but for consistency sake, we used the 2007-2008 NRS and the Grant Awards table for 2008.

More specifically, 

· enrollment data came from NRS 07/08 Static Report 1 and Ad Hoc Report 3 (please note the GED number is for those with a goal); 
·  participant status data from NRS Static Report 6; 
· program percentages from NRS Table 3;  
· program performance data from NRS Static Report 4; and 
· non federal funding from NRS 2006-2008 FSR2.
The Policy Committee and the Council Advisors uses this information to provide a snapshot of state programs to Hill staff.  Because your name is at the bottom of your state’s page, they will be encouraged to contact you for updated information.

The page is designed for you to use also when educating Members of Congress and their staff members.

The impetus for resurrecting the Blue Book came from the House Appropriations staff members who would not accept OVAE’s four year old data and suggested if adult education were to be taken seriously, an up- to-date status report for each state was critical.

Kudos to our Executive Assistant Vonda Burns who has labored over data tables for four months to recreate the Blue Book.
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
